Ask a parent or guardian to cut the funnel top off the bottles.
Watch out for sharp edges!

Place the funnel end upside down inside the bottom of the bottle.

Add water to each bottle.
Arrange the bottles in a daisy formation and tie together with string/tape.
Start filling with soil.

Add a seed to each and bury it under a layer
of soil. Sprinkle some water on top.

Leave in a sunny place. When the water in the
base is low sprinkle some more on top.
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
